• God's people do not sing "alleluia" until the believing community 

has undergone conversion and is ready to sing this chant with 

renewed meaning during the Easter Vigil. 

• The Mass readings during Lent have been chosen in relation to 

the themes of baptism and its renewal and of penance.
